We refer to the above matter and the Report issued by the Fair Work Commission

Item 17 — Note at clause 11.2

The Associations confirm that it withdraws its opposition to the inclusion of the Note at
clause 11.2 of the Plain Language Exposure Draft of the Hospitality Industry (General)
Award 2010 (‘PLED’), and submits that with respect to the Commission’s proposal to delete
the Note, the Note should be retained in the PLED.

Items 33, 34, 35 (AHA Item 33)

The Associations confirm their intentions to make further submissions (as foreshadowed at
the Conference on 22 February 2018) following clause 16 of the PLED being reconsidered
by the plain language drafter.

In particular, the Associations advise that we intend make further submissions in relation to
clause 16.6 of the PLED, which was inadvertently omitted from the summary of items
published on 22 February 2018.
